Shelton church has long history

SHELTON - For more than 300 years community
members have been worshipping with Huntington
_Congregational Church.

. Even before the Victorian-style structure was built in
3 =the 1800s, the church was active in the Lower Naugatuck
— Valley.

¥ Today about 100 people gather in the historic church at
30 a.m. each Sunday for worship service.

“We have a very good mix of people, which is one of
the things | like about this church,” said Rev. Lucille Fritz,
pastor of the Huntington UCC.

She said the congregation is made of young families with children, retired
members and middle-aged couples. The church has an active senior high
group, which will participate in its first mission project this summer, and has a
bustling Sunday School program.

On Sundays, worship is followed with a coffee hour, which Frtiz hopes is a
way for visitors to get to know the parish.

The women’s fellowship, she noted, is always working on a special project
to raise money for various community organizations.

“There’s a lot of stuff going on here,” she said, adding that Eagle Scouts
have been working on various projects on the church property.

This summer the church will host Vacation Bible School in the evenings,
which will have a space alien theme this year.

For adults, Fritz said the church hosts regular book study groups. The
group, made of about a dozen women from the church, just finished studying
The Shack together.

Frtiz said she encourages people to check out Huntington UCC if they are
seeking a church to get involved with.

“l think we’re a family-oriented church and are very accepting of folks,”
she said.

She described worship as “fun and light.”

“Our worship is traditional, but not formal,” said Fritz, who sings in the
church choir.

From Our Parish Nurse...

ALLERGIES - ASTHMA

Fifty million Americans are allergic to one or more things.
Allergies occur when your immune system mistakes a substance
for an intruder, then produces antibodies to defend the body
against it. At the same time, cells in the affected areas produce
histamine and other chemicals that rapidly cause sneezing,
itching, hives, and other allergic reactions. Adults rarely out
grow allergies entirely but symptoms occasionally become less
severe with time. Some people develop allergies in mid-life.

Heredity and your environment affect your changes of having
allergies, also geographical areas -- high levels of pollen in air
pollution, road dust, diesel exhaust, wood gas, coal, mold,
cigarette smoke can put you at risk. Pillows can be a culprit, it
has been found that synthetic pillows collect up to eight times
more pet dander than feather pillows.

There are many types of allergic conditions.

Allergic rhinitis: It can be seasonal (hay fever) or perennial. Both
have the same symptoms but hay fever is caused by airborne
pollen from trees, grass, ragweed, while perennial allergies are
usually caused by indoor allergies such as dust mites, mold
spores and feathers. Drug allergies to penicillin and some
antibiotics are the most frequent.

Insect stings: Both drug and insect allergies can lead to life
threatening reactions. The best treatment is to avoid the allergen.
I that’s not possible, antihistamines prevent rhinitis symptoms by
blocking histamine release. Decongestants reduces swelling in
nasal passages. Antihistamines/decongestant combinations are
very effective. Anti inflammatory sprays reduce swelling in the
nasal membranes. Bronchodilators widen airways and stop
sudden attacks. Allergy shots, diluted doses of allergens are used
if drugs don’t work.

Your diet--offending foods: Eat high C foods, yogurt 6 oz. a day
can reduce the severity of hay fever attacks.



Work out indoors, exercise in cold dry air. Allergies to insect
stings — carry epinephrine at all times. Start taking antihistamines
2 weeks before allergy season and 30 minutes before going
outdoors. Allergy proof your home.

All things are possible to those who believe. Mark 9: 23
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Eva Chipenda challenged and inspired me to go to Angola. Let me
tell you a little about her: As Eva closes in on 80 years of age, she
has pushed with all her considerable might to open the Canata
Preschool Program which currently enrolls nearly 100 children
between the ages of 3 and 5. When you walk in the courtyard door,
the children run to greet and embrace you — but, not with the same
fervor that occurs when they see Dona Eva enter. They cry out her
name and last week practically knocked her off her feet in their
enthusiasm to hug her!

Creating a better life, for herself, her family, and others, has been
the story of Eva's life. Of twelve children, she was one of only three
in her family who survived to adulthood. Frequently uprooted, Eva
often felt herself to be an outsider, but never let the changes that
distanced her from family and peers stop her quest for education
and training. As her husband, José became internationally known as
head of the All Africa Conference of Churches, Eva often lived in
his shadow, not uncommon for Angolan women. But in her own
way, Eva always managed to emerge from that shadow to shed her
own bright light. Everywhere they went — from New York to
Geneva to Nairobi to Lobito — Eva availed herself of opportunities
to learn and developed her vision to start projects in Angola —
including dressmaking, culinary arts, and children's programs. Now
these many projects have improved the lives of hundreds of women
and children.

Eva has encouraged me and stretched my own vision of what is
possible for women to achieve. The challenge is for each of us to
step out of any shadow that can hide our light and become our best
selves.
